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	cdp4-35: The drilling fluids containing bentonite formed a natural barrier. The fluids evaporated over time before the pit was covered.
	cdp4-36: The fluids were allowed to evaporate over time. Periodically, the dirt contractor, Hogoboom of El Dorado, would  periodically "squeeze" in the sides pushing an amount of dirt inwards toward the  center of the pit. Pits were finally sufficiently dry to cover completely with soil, with the top being topsoil.
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
