A vac-truck was used to remove standing liquids; drilling mud (semi-solid) was removed and placed in
a roll-off box; soils that had been removed from the pit were placed back in the pit and crowned to
promote run-off; seed and mulch was added as needed to stabilize the soil surface; and waste
material was transported off-site to a permitted disposal site.
